3.     Using the fishwires supplied, fishwire (2) ½” carriage bolts
         and (2) square hole spacers into the first and second holes
         (both sides).

4.      Carefully, raise the hitch into position over the exhaust
         and onto the carriage bolts.  Loosely install the supplied
         hex flange nuts.  Push the hitch as far rearward on the
         vehicle as possible to give as much clearance as possible to
         the muffler and exhaust components.

5.     Torque all ½” fasteners to 110 lb.-ft.

6.       Raise exhaust back into position and reinstall the (4)
           rubber isolators.

5.  Torque all ½” fasteners to 110 lb.-ft.
 
6.  Raise exhaust back into position and reinstall the (4) rubber isolators.
