10. Remove the upper airbox and intake tube from 
the vehicle.

11. Remove the bolt that secures the lower airbox 
to the inner fender.

12. Remove the lower airbox from the vehicle.
NOTE: K&N Engineering, Inc., recommends 
that customers do not discard factory air 
intake.

13. Install the two airbox mounting studs onto the 
bottom of the airbox and secure with the provided 
hardware.

14. Install the filter adapter into the airbox and 
secure with the provided hardware.

15. Remove the two airbox mounting grommets 
from the factory airbox.

16. Install the airbox mounting grommets onto the 
two mounting studs installed on the K&N® airbox.

17. Set the K&N® airbox into the vehicle so that the 
mounting studs slide into the mounting holes, and 
then secure with the hardware provided.

18. Install the provided silicone hose (08418) onto 
the filter adapter and secure with the provided hose 
clamp.

1. Start the engine with the transmission in neutral 
or park, and the parking brake engaged. Listen for 
air leaks or odd noises. For air leaks secure hoses 
and connections. For odd noises, find cause and 
repair before proceeding. This kit will function iden-
tically to the factory system except for being louder 
and much more responsive.

2. Test drive the vehicle. Listen for odd noises or 
rattles and fix as necessary.

3. If road test is fine, you can now enjoy the added 
power and performance from your kit.

4. K&N Engineering, Inc., requires cleaning the 
intake system’s air filter element every 100,000
miles.
