2. Pull up fi rmly to dislodge the engine cover from 
the mounting grommets and then remove the cover 
from the engine.

3. Disconnect the crank case vent hose from the 
valve cover port as shown.

4. Disconnect the mass air sensor electrical con-
nection. Then unhook the mass air sensor wiring 
harness from the upper air box.

5. Loosen the hose clamp which secures the intake 
tube to the throttle body.

6. Unclip the upper air box retaining clips and then 
remove the upper air box and intake assembly.

7. Remove the three lower air box retaining bolts.
Then unclip the wiring harness from the rear of the 
air box and remove the lower air box housing from 
the vehicle.
NOTE: K&N Engineering, Inc., recommends that 
customers do not discard factory air intake.

8. Remove the bolt shown which secures the engine 
wiring harness to the engine. 
NOTE: This bolt will be reused.

9. Install the two heat shield mounting brackets 
(070052) onto the air box mounting bracket as 
shown.
NOTE: Be sure to install the brackets 180* or in 
the opposite direction from each other.

10. Install the provided long edge trim onto the heat 
shield as shown. 
NOTE: Some trimming of the edge trim will be 
necessary.

11. Install the provided short edge trim into the heat 
shield as shown. 
NOTE: Some trimming of the edge trim will be 
necessary.

12. Install the heat shield assembly onto the mount-
ing brackets installed in step #9 using the provided 
hardware.

13. Install the provided silicone hose (084016) onto 
the throttle body and secure with the provided hose 
clamp.

14. Remove the two screws that secure the mass 
air sensor to the upper air box and then remove the 
mass air sensor as shown.

15. Install the mass air sensor into the K&N® intake 
tube and secure with the provided hardware.

16. Remove the crank case vent chamber from the 
stock intake tube.

17. Install the silicone hose onto the K&N® intake 
tube and secure the provided hose clamp.

18. Install the vent crank case vent chamber into 
the silicone hose and secure with the provided hose 
clamp.

19. Install the tube mounting bracket (070110) onto 
the engine using the bolt removed during step #8.

20. Install the K&N® intake tube into the silicone 
hose at the throttle body and align with the bracket 
installed in the previous step. Secure the intake tube 
with the provided hose clamp and hardware.

21. Install the crank case vent hose onto the valve 
cover port and then onto the vent chamber installed 
into the K&N® intake tube. 
NOTE: Be sure to route the vent hose so that it 
is not kinked and then secure with the provided 
tie wrap.

22. Install the K&N® air fi lter onto the intake tube 
and secure with the provided hose clamp.
