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1. Remove the air box lid by un-snapping the air box lid clips, then remove the OE air fi lter from the air box. (Fig. 1)
2. Make note of the highlighted area of the bottom surface of the air box.  There is a concave ridge that the K&N® air   
 fi lter’s lid will fi t into. (Fig. 2)
3. Install K&N® air fi lter into air box.  The air fi lter lid has a fl ower-like appearance with several rounded edges.  Line up   
 one of the air fi lter’s rounded edges with the concave ridge in the air box and apply pressure until the air fi lter snaps 
 securely into the air box’s concave ridge. (Fig. 3 & Fig. 4)
4. Reinstall the air box lid and secure the air box lid clips.
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
