Remove the clamp located behind the muffler. Remove the tail pipe hanger from the rubber insulator and separate the
tail pipe from the muffler at the slip joint. Remove the tail pipe from the vehicle.

Remove the clamp in front of the muffler and separate the muffler at the slip joint.

Remove the hangers from the rubber insulators and remove the muffler assembly from the vehicle.
