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Step 1

Starting on the driver side, locate
the three mounting tabs along the
bottom edge of the vehicle body.

The installation will use the
first and third mounting tabs

Step 2

Starting at the front driver-side mounting
location, insert two M8 clip nuts into the
rectangular hole and align them over the
adjacent round holes.

Place a bracket onto the vehicle and
secure the top portion with two silver M8
hex bolts, lock washers and flat washers.

Snug the hardware,
but do not fully tighten.

Step 3

Finish securing the front mounting
bracket to the vehicle by inserting two
silver M8 hex bolts and flat washers from
the bottom side of the bracket and secure
with two silver M8 lock washers, flat
washers and hex nuts on the top side.

Step 4

Repeat steps 2 and 3 to install the rear
bracket over the second mounting tab
location from step 1.

Repeat steps 1 through 4 on
the passenger side of the vehicle.

At this time, adjust the running board to the desired location.

With the running board in position, it is recommended to tighten all
brackets to the vehicle first, followed by the running board connections.

Step 3

Repeat all steps for the
passenger side of the vehicle.

With the running boards installed, periodic
inspections should be performed to ensure
all mounting hardware remains tight.
