1. REMOVE (2) FORWARD BUMPER BRACKET TO FRAME BOLTS AND (1) BOTTOM BUMPER BRACKET TO BUMPER BOLT,
ON EACH SIDE, SEE FIGURE 2. LOOSEN REMAINING BUMPER BRACKET BOLTS. RETURN BOLTS TO VEHICLE OWNER FOR
REINSTALLATION IN THE EVENT THAT THE HITCH IS REMOVED FROM THE VEHICLE.

NOTE: BUMPER BRACKETS REMAIN IN PLACE WITH HITCH INSTALLED.

2. WHILE PIVOTING THE BUMPER BRACKETS OUTWARD, LIFT THE RECEIVER INTO POSITION, CENTERING THE SLOTS IN THE
SIDE BRACKETS OVER THE WELDNUTS IN THE FRAME, SEE FIGURE 3.

INSTALL FASTENERS AS SHOWN IN FIGURE 2. A SOCKET AND LONG EXTENSION IS NECESSARY TO TIGHTEN THE LOWER
BUMPER BOLTS, SEE FIGURE 1.

TIGHTEN ALL M10 FASTENERS TO 42 LB.—FT.
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USE ONLY THE DRAWBAR SHOWN FOR CORRECT BUMPER CLEARANCE AND HEIGHT.
