    Remove square rubber plug on each side of the frame rail to
    expose hardware access holes.  Return plugs to owner.

3. Fishwire rear and side mounting hole hardware through the
    access hole in the vehicle frame.  Reverse fishwire remaining
    hardware through the access hole (both sides).
    Trailhawk models:  Only use "reverse fishwire hardware" and
    the vehicle M14 bolts previously removed.

4. Raise hitch up from in front of the exhaust and into position,
    using care not to push hardware back inside frame.  Be sure
    to loosely secure hitch with the mounting hardware to align all
    holes before tightening. 
    Note: Seam foam may need to be trimmed for proper
    mounting plate fit.

5. As needed, resecure wire to vehicle frame rail.
    
     Torque all 1/2" hardware to 110 lb-ft.
