5. Raise hitch into position feeding the fishwires through the
    holes in the hitch. Once hitch is in place, remove the
    fishwires and loosely secure (2) 7/16" hex flange nuts on
    each side.

4. Remove and trim lower fascia and sensor bracket (if present)
    as shown in diagram. NOTE: Trimming of underbody panel
    may ease installation.

3. *THIS STEP FOR HANDS FREE LIFT GATE ENABLED VEHICLES ONLY*
    Remove (2) screws and (1) push pin securing sensor to bumper
    fasica using phillips head screwdriver and pry tool respectively.
    Remove forward most sensor antenna and cover in provided
    corrugated plastic tubing. Push through hole in Main Body Plate.
    Adjust as needed. Use electrical tape to adhere ends of
    antenna.

6. Secure Tow Loop Plate to recovery loop using (1) 1/2" bolt,
    (1) CM-SP32 spacer and (1) 1/2" hex flange nut. Torque all
    7/16" hardware to 59 ft-lbs and all 1/2" hardware to 110 ft-lbs.
    Reinstall removed items by following steps in reverse order.

Remove (5) clips from 
    lower fascia.
 
2. Remove (2) plastic push pins and (1) screw behind each side of the fascia using a pry tool and screwdriver respectively. 
    Fishwire (2) 7/16" carriage bolts and (2) CM-SP2 spacers through the vehicle access hole to the attachment holes on
    each side. (See fishwire diagram)
 
3. *THIS STEP FOR HANDS FREE LIFT GATE ENABLED VEHICLES ONLY*
    Remove (2) screws and (1) push pin holding sensor to lower bumper fascia using phillips head screwdriver and pry tool
    respectively. Remove forward most sensor antenna (if present) and cover in provided corrugated plastic tubing. Push
    through hole in Main Body Plate. Adjust as needed. Use electrical tape to adhere ends of antenna to corrugated plastic
    tubing.
 
4. Remove and trim lower fascia and sensor bracket (if present) as shown in diagram.  
 
5. Raise hitch into position feeding the fishwires through the holes in the hitch. Once hitch is in place, remove the fishwires
    and loosely secure (2) 7/16" hex flange nuts on each side.
 
6. Secure Tow Loop Plate to recovery loop using (1) 1/2" bolt, (1) CM-SP32 spacer, and (1) 1/2" hex flange nut. Torque all
    7/16" hardware to 59 ft-lbs and all 1/2" hardware to 110 ft-lbs. Reinstall removed items by following steps in reverse order.
