Be fore  you b e g in insta lling  this top  a sse mb ly, re a d  a ll
instruc tions thoroug hly. A fte r c omp le ting  the  insta lla tion,
ke e p  the se  instruc tions for furthe r re fe re nc e . Be low a re  a
fe w tip s to  ma ke  this insta lla tion e a sie r.

For a  smooth fit:
For e a se  in insta lla tion, the  top  should  b e  insta lle d  a t
te mp e ra ture s a b ove  72�  F. Be low this te mp e ra ture , the  top
ma y c ontra c t a n inc h or more , ma king  it d iffic ult to  fit to
the  ve hic le .

It is norma l for a  top  to  c ontra c t a nd  wrinkle  whe n store d  in
the  ship p ing  c a rton. W ithin a  fe w d a ys a fte r the  insta lla tion,
the  top  will re la x a nd  the  wrinkle s will d isa p p e a r.

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Step One 
Remove the old top. 

Orient the top of the vehicle. The pocket sewn into the top 
should be toward the front. 

Header 

To open the header, push the red buttons on each side of the 
latch that attaches the header to the windshield. Open the 
header and push it back. 

Push red buttons on latch to 
release header 

Sun Visor 

Pocket - Slip over front Snap Pocket to Header

Step2 
Slip the pocket sewn into the front of the top 
over the front edge of the header. Snap the 
five snaps along the pocket to the snap heads 
on the header. 

Step 3 Front 

Push the header forward to close it, but do not 
latch it at this time. 

Make sure that the snaps on the center flap on 
the inside of the top are in front of the Sport Bar 
and the hook and loop sewn to the flap is behind 
the Sport Bar.

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Step 12 
Remove the Tailgate Retainer from the clips on each side of 
the tailgate opening. (Press gently on Retainer to release.) 

Orient the Rear Window with the vinyl out and the zipper 
toward the top. Slide the Tailgate Retainer onto the tube strip 
sewn just inside the bottom edge of the Rear Window. 

Slip the Tailgate Retainer back into the clips on the vehicle. 
On the left hand side press in sharply to engage the retainer.

Rear 

Start the zipper on the right hand side of the Rear 
Window and zip completely closed. Tuck the zipper 
ring up under the fabric to keep it out of the hook and 
loop. 

Fasten the hook and loop sewn on each side of the 
Rear Window.

Zipper 
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Care and Maintenance of your Rugged Ridge Soft Top
Your top is made of the �nest materials available.  To keep it looking new and for the maximum
possible wear, it will need periodic cleaning and maintenance.

Washing:  The top fabric should be washed often using soap, warm water and a soft bristle 
brush.  Rinse with clear water to remove all traces of soap.

Windows:  Keep windows clean to avoid scratching.  DO NOT use a brush on the windows!  Wash
with a water soaked cloth or sponge or sponge and a mild dish washing detergent. NEVER WIPE
THE WINDOWS WHEN THEY ARE DRY.  Be careful when cleaning snow or frost from the vinyl 
windows since they are easily scratched and may crack at low temperatures. DO NOT roll the 
sides or rear window in cold weather.  The windows become sti� and will crack.

Zippers:  Keeping the zipper cleaned and lubricated with a silicone lubricant will help prevent
damage and keep the zippers in a smooth working condition. If a zipper opens behind the slider,
the slider may have been spread apart.  This problem can usually be repaired by using an 
ordinary pair of pliers to bring the sides back into parallel.  Return slider to the end of the zipper
in the normal Open position. Squeeze lightly at �rst and test the zipper.  If the zipper continues
to remain open squeeze more �rmly with the pliers and try the zipper again. Repeat this
procedure until the zipper operates correctly.

Water:  Seeping through at the seams may be stopped by applying a water repellent on the
inside of the seams. Rips in the fabric may be repaired with iron on patches. Iron the patches to
the inside of the top. Carefully follow the manufacturers instructions.

Snaps:  Keep snaps cleaned and lubricated with silicone to help prevent snaps from sticking to
 the studs.  If a snap does become stuck to a stud, use a screwdriver and GENTLY pry apart to
prevent permanent damage to the snap or the top fabric.
