If the status shows as “Pending,” CARB has yet to issue an exemption but 
the product has been submitted. Products that have not been issued an E.O. number are street legal in most states, but may not be used on emission 
controlled vehicles in the state of California and are for off road use only.

Regulations state that 
the VECI label shall not be affixed to any equipment which is easily detached from the vehicle. Label 
placement, under the hood on a painted surface is recommended.
