Fishwire the 7/16" hardware through the access hole into position on both sides, as shown above.
Once the 7/16" hardware is in place, reverse fishwire the 1/2" fasteners into position, as shown above.

Torque all 7/16" fasteners to 70 Ib-ft, and all 1/2" fasteners to 110 Ib-ft.

Re-install the exhaust onto the vehicle.
