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2. Raise vehicle up on a hoist or rack to working height. If 
you don’t have access to a hoist or rack, support vehicle 
with jack stands.

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5. Remove nuts from stock and Flowmaster clamps, apply 
anƟ -seize compound to bolts and re-install nuts.

4. Remove nuts (x2) at factory fl anged connecƟ on behind 
catalyƟ c converter, separate hangers from isolators on 
vehicle then remove muffl  er secƟ on. Remove studs (x2) 
from catalyƟ c converter fl ange.

3. Cut tailpipe at muffl  er exit, separate hangers from 
isolators then remove tailpipe secƟ on from vehicle.

NOTE: The image in this step is intended for illustraƟ ve 
purposes only and may or may not accurately refl ect 
components included in your kit.

INSTALL FLOWMASTER EXHAUST SYSTEM:
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8. Some vehicles may come equipped with a spare Ɵ re clip 
wire. If so, remove it from its clip in point and move it 
inboard on vehicle frame as shown.

7. Place clamp (11) onto muffl  er (2) then connect it to inlet 
pipe. Tighten clamp just enough to allow for adjustment 
then place (x2) clamps (10) onto muffl  er outlets. 

6. Place inlet pipe (1) fl ange against catalyƟ c converter 
fl ange and insert hangers into factory isolators. Connect 
fl anges using (x2 ea.) bolts (14), fl at washers (16), lock 
washers (17) and nuts (18). 1
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11. Place clamp (10) onto leŌ  rear tailpipe (5) then connect 
it to leŌ  front tailpipe. Insert wire hanger into rubber 
hanger then Ɵ ghten clamp just enough to allow for later 
adjustment.

10. Route leŌ  front (3) and right tailpipes (4) over axle then 
connect them to muffl  er. Insert their wire hangers into 
isolators then Ɵ ghten clamps just enough to allow for 
adjustment.

9. Fasten leŌ  frame hanger (9) to vehicle using screw (15), 
backing plate (13), fl at washer (16), lock washer (17)
and nut (18) as shown. Then hang rubber hanger (12)
on frame hanger end.
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13. Place (x2) Ɵ ps (8) onto exit pipes and Ɵ ghten inlets. 
Rotate exit pipes and Ɵ ps to desired distance from body 
or bumper, so angle cut on Ɵ ps are properly posiƟ oned.

14. Adjust exhaust components for fi t; maintaining П⁄Ж" 
clearance and compensaƟ ng for suspension, travel and 
vibraƟ on. Secure vent hose and brake lines away from 
heat with zip Ɵ es (21) then Ɵ ghten all clamps. Finally, 
fi t (x7) Х⁄ЕК" (19) and П⁄Ж" (20) hanger keepers onto each 
sideways hanger.

15. Recommended: Secure slip-fi t connecƟ ons with a 1-inch 
tack weld then spray high-temp paint over each weld to 
prevent rust and premature corrosion.

12. Place (x2 ea.) clamps (10) onto side exit pipes (7) then 
connect them to tailpipes and Ɵ ghten clamps just 
enough to allow for later adjustment.

NOTE: This kit includes both side and rear exit pipes. A side 
exit is preferable for towing purposes, to avoid blowing 
fumes in or on vehicles you may be towing (eg: RV trailer, 
boat, etc). Otherwise, use rear exit pipes (6) in place of side 
exit pipes.
