Preparation Before Painting / Installation

* A trial fit is recommended to ensure proper positioning and fit.

» Check fit of parts before painting as we will not accept the return of modified or painted parts.
 Wash your vehicle’s hood to remove any debris and/or dirt.

* Dry the hood with a clean towel.

* Do NOT install hood shield if vehicle does NOT have a factory installed hood seal / gasket.

Installation Steps NOTE: Actual application may vary slightly from illustrations.

Open hood. Note the location of rubber seal on leading edge of Center hood shield in place on hood. Use a grease
hood. pencil to mark the locations on rubber seal that cor-
respond to holes on hood shield flange.

7 Remove hood shield from hood. Use a small pry bar to remove the factory installed fasteners attaching the rubber seal to the

hood at the locations marked in Step 2.

NOTE: Exercise extreme caution not to tear
or damage the rubber seal when seperating
from hood.

Remove and discard the factory installed fastener.

Reposition the hood shield on the hood with the flanges sliding
between the hood and the rubber seal. Align holes in hood shield

flange with holes in hood.
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Gently pull the rubber seal back, and install (1) screw with (1) washer through hood shield flange and into hood.
Repeat for remaining locations.
