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Preparation Before Painting / Installation

« A trial fit is recommended to ensure proper positioning and fit.

* Check fit of parts before painting as we will not accept the return of modified or painted parts. 60°F+
» Wash and dry your vehicle to remove any debris and/or dirt from the installation area. 33°C+
* Ensure vehicle surface and part are above 60°F (15°C ) prior to installation.

Clean the painted door frame and the B-pillar and Begin with the rear door visor. Remove tape liner from each end
C-pillar with an alcohol pad, and wipe dry with a flange of visor. Peel back 2” (5 cm) of tape liner from each end of
soft cloth. the top flange.

Align visor to the cleaned surface. The front and rear edges of the visor should align exactly with the front and rear edges of the door.
The top flange of the visor will attach to the PAINTED surface of the door frame JUST ABOVE the chrome or rubber trim of the window
frame and the front flange will attach to the B-pillar surface. The rear flange will attach to the C-pillar surface.

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Align visor to the previously cleaned surface AND with previously installed visor. The top flange of the visor will attach to the PAINTED
surface of the door frame JUST ABOVE the chrome or rubber trim of the window frame and the rear flange will attach to the B-pillar
