ATTENTION: Always install any supplied band or U-bolt clamps to the proper torque specifications of 40-45
ft-Ibs for band clamps and 30-35 ft-Ibs for U-bolt clamps. Over tightening will result in the clamp breaking and
will NOT be warranted by MagnaFlow.
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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

Step 1. To begin the removal of the OEM system check
to see if it has sensors connected to it, if so, remove the
sensor/s and hang it/them out of the way. Next, you will
need to cut the exhaust pipe behind the DPF measuring
from the rear weld junction to the rear of the vehicle. See
the reference table at the end of the instructions for where
to cut for your vehicle. Once cut, you can then disengage
the welded hangers from the rubber insulators, working
rearward finish removing the system. Do not damage or
discard the rubber insulators, as they will be reused to
mount the new system.
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Step 2. Begin installation of the Magnaflow system by
clamping the Inlet Pipe to the newly cut outlet of the DPF
using the supplied 4.00" clamp. If your vehicle has any
sensors re-install at the appropriate locations. Any boss
that doesn't get a sensor installed into it must be closed
off with a provided screw in plug. Next attach the two
Extension Pipes to the Y-Pipe Assembly using the
suplied 3.50" clamps and fitting the hangers in the rubber
insulators (leave all clamps loose for final adjustment of
the complete system).
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Step 3. Next Install the Tail Pipe Assembly in a similar
fashion using the supplied 4.00" clamps and by fitting the
welded hangers into the rubber insulators.
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Step 4. Once a final position has been chosen for the
new exhaust system, evenly tighten all clamps from front
to rear using the torque specifications on page one of the
instructions. Inspect all fasteners after 25-50 miles of
operation and re-tighten if necessary.
