Step 1: Disconnect the MAF sensor @

Step 2: Remove the crankcase breather hose@ by pushing in both clips and pulling it out.

Step 3: Using a 7mm or an 8mm nut driver (depending on the truck), loosen the hose clamps at the factory
housing@and the throttle body@.

Step 4: Remove the air cleaner outlet duct@by rotating it counterclockwise and snapping it out of the

eyelet.

Step 5: Using a small flat-head screwdriver, release the locking tab at the wiring harness connector @ and

unsnap the two harness ties @ then move the harness out of the way.

Step 6: Using a T-15 Torx driver, remove the two screwssecuring the hood latch and then slide it out to
remove. Set the screws aside.
Step 7: Using a panel clip remover, remove all ten panel clips@holding the sight shield. Remove the shield

and set it aside with the clips.

Step 8: Using the clip remover, remove the clip that’s holding the air scoop and set aside.
Step 9: Pull the air scoop out of the way from the stock housing.
Step 10: Using a 10mm deep socket and driver, remove the nut@that secures the factory housing to the

vehicle.

Step 11: Remove the factory housing by pulling up out of the securing stud and towards the front of the
vehicle. Two pins with grommets will have to come out of the holding bracket and a clear path is needed
so that the air scoop is not in the way of the housing. Pull up on the factory housing to remove it from the

vehicle.

Step 12: Remove the 2 grommets@ from the factory housing pins and install them onto the aFe POWER

housing.
Step 13: Remove the front metal insert and grommet @ from the factory housing and install them into the
aFe POWER housing.

Step 14: Using a T-20 Torx driver, remove the MAF sensor @ from the factory housing and install it on the

aFe POWER intake tube using the supplied M4 screws.

Step 16: Install the aFe POWER housing into the vehicle. Make sure the two pin grommets are secure
inside the holding bracket and reinstall and tighten the nut@ removed in Step 10.

Step 17: Slide the air scoop inside the front opening of the aFe POWER housing. Align the air scoop and
reinstall the clip @ removed in Step 8.

Step 20: Remove the filter clamp from the aFe POWER filter. Slide the aFe POWER filter into the aFe
POWER housing from the top. Then guide the filter flange through the round opening in the housing and

snap in the filter. Place the filter clamp on the filter flange.

Step 21: Depending on the engine, place the supplied corresponding aFe coupling @ and clamp @ over
the throttle body:
V8-6.2L= coupling 05-01509 & clamp TB412SS
V8-5.3L= coupling 05-01508 (smaller diameter opening goes on the throttle body) & clamp TB387SS
Step 22: Place a TB412SS clamp @ on the other end of the coupling.

Step 23: Install the aFe POWER intake tube into the vehicle. Slide the tube into the throttle body coupling

first, then into the air filter.
Step 24: Align the tube and clamps correctly, then using an 8mm nut driver tighten the filter clamp. Use an

11mm deep socket and driver to tighten the clamps at the coupling.

Step 25: Connect the supplied silicone crankcase breather hose @ to the port on the aFe POWER intake
tube and the other end to the port where the factory hose was removed.

Step 26: Reconnect the MAF sensor @ .

Step 27: Use the supplied captive tie to secure the wiring harness to the aFe POWER housing and snap
the tie in the upper provided hole. Snap the factory tie on the harness into the hole by the air scoop.

Step 28: Check all the components are tight and secure. Your installation is now complete. Thank you for
choosing aFe POWER!
