Clean the top of the bulkhead with soap and water to remove
dirt and debris. Clean the area with isopropyl alcohol to
remove wax or grease and to evaporate any remaining water. Allow
the surface to dry. Peel the backing and adhere the bulkhead seal
(F) from one bulkhead edge to the

other. Remove any excess with (Side view)
scissors or a utility knife. Apply Bulkhead
pressure evenly to the entire seal to *
ensure proper adhesion. If the truck F
has a drop-in bedliner, no seal will
be needed.

For trucks with front accessory rail: Remove at this time to

allow for installation of the driver side front mounting bracket
(S) Remove the bolts that hold the accessory rail to the bulkhead
on both driver and passenger front corners. If you do not have a
front accessory rail, skip to step 4.

Installing front mounting brackets with front accessory rail:

Use the driver side front mounting bracket (S) labeled with the
letter “L”. Locate the pre-bent tab on the front bracket and place in
the upward most hole located towards the front corner of the
bulkhead on both sides. Repeat on passenger side using the
passenger side front mounting bracket (T) labeled with the letter “R".

Proceed to install the accessory rail over the front bracket (S) you
just installed aligning the holes in both using one M6 flange
mounting bolt (Q) through both and into the bulkhead. Repeat on
passenger side using the passenger side front mounting bracket (T)
labeled with the letter “R”. Then tighten bolts.&

For trucks without front accessory rail: Use the driver side

front mounting bracket (S) labeled with the letter “L". Locate
the pre-bent tab on the front bracket and place in the upward most
hole located towards the front corner of the bulkhead on both sides.
Repeat on passenger side using the passenger side front mounting
bracket (T) labeled with the letter “R".

Proceed to install one M6 flange mounting bolt (Q) into the front
bracket (S) in the second slotted hole to the right as shown. Repeat
on the passenger side using the passenger side front mounting
bracket (T) labeled with the letter “R”.&
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Installing Rear Mounting Brackets: Locate the outlined

section on the inside of the bed cap towards the taillight well
at the rear of the bed on the driver’s side. Cut and remove the
outlined section of the bed cap to reveal two threaded holes.
Locate the rear mounting bracket (U) and install two of the M6
flange mounting bolts (Q) through the bracket and into the
threaded holes. Repeat on the passenger side.
DO NOT TIGHTEN, leave loose at this time.

Install the adaptor rail driver side (D) and line up the front

slotted holes with the holes in the front bracket using two
M6 flange mounting bolts (Q). Repeat on the opposite side using
the passenger side adaptor rail (E). DO NOT TIGHTEN, leave loose
at this time.

7 Install the adaptor rail driver side (D) by lining up the studs
with the holes in the rear mounting bracket (U) using two M6
flange mounting bolts (Q) and two 1/4-20 nuts (R). Repeat on the
opposite side using the passenger side adaptor rail (E). NOW
TIGHTEN, using a 7/16"” socket in front and rear on both sides.

Starting with the front clamp, make sure the rail (B) is pushed forward against the bulkhead, and square with the bed rail. For the best
cover (C) fit, the side rails (A & B) should be level with the truck bed cap and not angled up or down. Insert the backside of the clamp as
high as possible and tighten the clamp (E). Depending on model the notch will vary. Tighten all clamps to 10 ft-lbs (14 Nm) of torque with
a 1/2” wrench or socket. Caution: DO NOT OVERTIGHTEN! Repeat on the driver side rail (A).&
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1 1 Before placing the cover (C) onto the vehicle, slide two cover retainer clamps (G) into the track on the underside of the cover (C) near
the cab. Confirm the cover retainer clamps fit properly into the cover rail for optimum fit. Repeat on the opposite side of the cover.&

1 Adhere one buckle end gasket (J) to the underside of each buckle end (1) by peeling off the adhesive liner from the gasket. Position
the prepped buckle ends (I) into the pre-drilled holes on the front header panel with the open sides facing the bed cover panel. Use a
screwdriver to install the two buckle ends with the provided screws (K). DO NOT use a screw gun, securely tighten by hand only.

If these parts were included in your hardware kit, adhere one wedge stop gasket (M) to the underside of each wedge stop (L) by
peeling off the adhesive liner from the gasket. Install the prepped wedge stop (L) to the cover by positioning the wedge stop ends into
the pre-drilled holes on the front header panel with the provided screws (H). DO NOT use a screw gun, securely tighten by hand only.

FLIPPED UP POSITION: Secure the straps under the clips located on the slam latch housings before flipping. Fold the cover (C) open and

lift it until it is vertical or past 90 degrees towards the truck cab. Release the prop rod that is attached to the rail. Fold the prop rod over and
position it firmly against the vertical plate on the underside of the cover. Slide the prop rod locks downwards and tighten the knobs to lock it
into position. Do this on both sides of the cover. The cover should be firmly in position with little to no movement once the prop rods are locked.

CLOSING COVER: To drive with the cover (C) closed, unhook the buckles and straps from the bulkhead. Secure the straps under the clips
located on the slam latch housings. Fold all panels towards the tailgate making sure that all latches are engaged.
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REMOVING THE COVER: Lay the cover (C) against the cab. Loosen the retainer clamps (G) from the driver and passenger side rails (A & B) on
the front header panel of the cover (C). Once the clamps are released, lift the entire assembly off as a folded unit.&

IMPORTANT: The cover must be in the
flipped up position before removing

the retainer clamps to prevent the front
header panel from snapping up abruptly!

Leaning Rails: Improper engagement of the clamps can cause the rails to appear tilted inward. To ensure the clamps are properly installed
loosen the nut. Adjust the clamp(s) until you have full engagement of sections 1 & 2, as shown below. When the clamp and rail are properly
engaged an audible click will be heard. Overtightening the bolt can also contribute to tilted rails. Do NOT over torque the bolt.

NOTE: Clamps may need to be installed in the bed flange cutouts to assist with rail installation.

PROPER RAIL & CLAMP ENGAGEMENT IMPROPER RAIL & CLAMP ENGAGEMENT

Water Intrusion: Make sure the retaining clamps are tight and properly engaged to the side rails. Check that the bulkhead seal is in place and
the cover is resting on it. Make sure that all latches are engaged to the side rails and adjust if needed. Check that the side rails are installed
flush with the top of the bed rail.

Sticking Latch: The cable could be pinched in or under the cable guide extrusion. Loosen the three screws on the center cable cover (bar),
located in the middle of the panel. Slightly lift up on the cable guide extrusion. Pull on both sides of the cable.

Wavy Side Seal: The seal may be wavy when removed from the box. Allow ample sunlight for seal to lay flat and relax.
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The truck bed cover requires occasional cleaning with mild automotive soap and water only. Avoid using abrasive cleaners as they may dull
the finish. Some chemicals and fluids such as insect repellents, oils, solvents, and lubricants could potentially damage the rubber hinges and
seals and void the warranty.

CAUTION
Always read the ingredients of any product you are using to clean your truck bed cover. Make sure that you use only products that are safe for
use with rubber. Many cleaners contain chemicals that could permanently discolor or damage your hinges and seals.

Periodically check that your cover is securely attached to your truck bed and working as intended. Inspect all hardware such as clamps
and cover retainer clamps to ensure they are properly installed and working as intended. Covers that are used at high frequency or
subject to rough roadways and/or heavy vibration conditions may cause the cover to require adjustment.

Itis also recommended that you regularly inspect and service each panel latch. Clean away any excess dirt or grime. Ensure all latches move
freely in and properly engage the side rail to provide optimal performance and security.
