1 Place the folded, cover on

the cab end of the truck
bed. Make sure the cover is
square with the truck bed and
the bulkhead seal sits on the
truck bed bulkhead.
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2 Unfold the bed cover (A) fully and adjust
position over the truck bed for proper front
(cab) and rear (tailgate) alignment. When posi-
tioned front and back, the tailgate seal should
contact the tailgate with the first two fins.

3 Carefully refold the bed
cover (A) without shifting
its position on the truck bed.
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4 Install the backing plate (C) into
the rear end of the rail then
position it near the cab. Align the cab
clamp bracket (B) with the cab clamp.

Assemble the cab clamp bracket (B)
with the cab backing plate (C) using
the washers (D) and socket head
screws (E). Sandwich the truck metal
bed flange with the cab clamp bracket
(B) and cab backing plate (C).

5 Tighten the socket head screws (E)
to 3.5 ft-lbs (4.75 Nm). Hook the
cab clamp under the cab clamp bracket
(B) and tighten the cab clamp. Tighten
the cab clamp knob until it contacts the
metal bed flange, then tighten two more
turns. Repeat for opposite side of truck.

With the tailgate open and the
front (cab) clamps secure,
completely close the bed cover.

7 Install the tail striker bracket (H) by loosening the

Torx screws (l) until there is enough space for the
backing plate (G) to slide onto the bed flange. Align the
tail striker bracket (H) with the cover’s latch.

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Push down on the cover (A) while tightening the Torx
screws (l). Hand tighten for further adjustment later.

Adjustments and tightening of the latch assembly is required. The bed cover latch assembly
comes from the factory only partially tightened to allow for installation adjustments. Only use the
hand tools provided, do not use power tools.

Lower the rear of the bed cover and adjust the position of each latch so that they engage with the
striker brackets, (Fig. 1). With the latches adjusted, from underneath the cover, use the provided
T-20 Torx wrench to tighten the two screws, (Fig. 2) so the latch does not move in the channel.
Repeat on the other side.
Rotate the actuator knob until you see the flat head screws. Tighten the two
screws using the provided 2.5mm hex wrench, (Fig. 3).

The cable comes routed through the barrel clamp and hangs out. Insert the
cable through the middle of the passenger side of the actuator assembly. On the
1" (19.1 - 25.4mm) of cable extending
through the barrel clamp, for future adjustments, (Fig. 3) so the knob does not
move in the channel. Repeat on the other side.

WARRANTY CONDITIONS

folded up and secured at the cab with the provided buckle straps and tethers attached. Do NOT drive with the bed cover
in a partially open position.

Check all clamps and retention mechanisms for tightness after a week of driving following installation (or re-installation)
of the cover and periodically thereafter.

Before opening, cover must be free of all foreign materials including snow and ice.

Do NOT tow your vehicle from the rear with the cover on your vehicle. If towing from the rear is required, the cover
MUST be removed from the vehicle and properly stored.

WARRANTY PERFORMANCE

If all warranty conditions are met, a defective truck bed cover or hardware component will either be repaired or replaced
(at our option). We reserve the right, for any warranty, to substitute a newer model or bed cover having similar form
and function, to offer a warranty discount on an entire replacement system, and/or provide remedies other than those
mentioned in this document.
