1 Place the assembled bed cover assembly (A) over the cab end of the truck bed. NOTE: Take care not to damage
or deform the seals when installing the bed cover onto the truck bed. Visually check to ensure the front bed cover
frame is even on both sides and square with the bed. Make sure the cover is centered on the bed of the vehicle before
tightening clamps.

2 Unfold the bed cover assembly (A) fully and adjust its position over the truck bed for proper front (cab) and rear
(tailgate) alignment. When positioned front and back, the tailgate seal should contact the tailgate with the two fins,
as shown in the section. Then carefully refold the bed cover without shifting its position on the truck bed.

3 If there are cargo rail

end caps remove the rear
(tailgate) end. Remove any tie-
downs. Do this for both sides of

the truck bed.

4 Install the cab slide nut (C) into the rear
(tailgate) end of the cargo rail. Position near
the cab. Align the cab clamp bracket (B) with the
cab clamp of the bed cover. Use two Torx screws
(D) to mount the cab clamp bracket (B) to the cab
slide nut (C). Tighten the screws with the T-27 Torx
key (E). Do this for both sides of the truck bed

5 Hook the cab clamp under
the cab clamp bracket (B)
and tighten the T-handle until it
contacts the bracket (B), then
tighten two more turns. Do this
for both sides of the truck bed.

The tether comes

assembled on the cab
bow of the bed cover. Unscrew
the knob from the slide nut
and separate the nut, knob and
washer.

7 Insert tether slide nut into the rear of the

cargo rail and position about three inches
from the front bracket. Reassemble the tether by
threading the knob through the washer and into
the slide nut. Install the tether on both sides of the
truck bed. Tighten the knob securely so that the
tether clamp does not slide/shift or lift from the
truck bed flange.

Reinstall any tie-down
cleats and the end cap on
both sides of the truck bed.
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9 Install the tailgate slide nut (C) into the rear (tailgate) end of the cargo rail. Position near the tailgate. Align the clamp
bracket (B) with the tailgate clamp of the bed cover. Use two Torx screws (D) to mount the tailgate clamp bracket (B) to the
slide nut (C).

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WARRANTY COVERAGE

This truck bed cover is warrantied against defects in materials or workmanship as follows. This warranty is void if the
product has been damaged in an accident, or due to neglect, unforeseeable use, improper installation, improper servicing,
or other cause not arising out of defects in material or workmanship.

All hardware included with your truck bed cover, including rails, clamps and bows carry a limited warranty for
five (b) years from the original date of purchase, subject to the terms below.

The fabric on your truck bed cover carries a limited warranty for five (5) years from the original date of purchase, subject
to the terms below.

WARRANTY IS NOT TRANSFERABLE
The warranty is to the initial consumer purchasing the truck bed cover and it is not transferrable to a subsequent end user.
Proof of purchase may be required to enforce these warranty rights.

FAILURE TO FOLLOW THESE CARE AND USE INSTRUCTIONS WILL VOID THE WARRANTY
Clean with mild automotive soap and water only.

Use only water-based vinyl conditioners. Use of vinyl conditioners that contain silicone or petroleum may crack and shrink
the vinyl and will void the warranty.
Prior to vehicle operation, all clamps and retention mechanisms must be tightly secured to the vehicle:
Closed/Extended Position — Bed cover must be completely secured by all four (4) clamps.

Open/Folded Position —Bed cover must be completely folded up (all panels) and secured at the cab with the provided buckles
straps and with both tethers attached. Do NOT drive with the bed cover in a partially open position!

The truck bed cover MUST be free of foreign material, including snow and ice, before opening.
Rear/tailgate panel clamps must be properly stored prior to folding the cover in order to prevent damage to the fabric.

Front/cab clamps and retention mechanisms must be checked for tightness after a week of driving following installation
(or re-installation) of the truck bed cover and periodically thereafter.

Do NOT allow the vehicle to be towed backwards without first removing the cover from the vehicle.

WARRANTY PERFORMANCE

If all warranty conditions are met, a defective truck bed cover, tarp, or hardware component will either be repaired or replaced
(at our option). We reserve the right, for any warrantied return, to substitute a newer model of bed cover having similar form
and function, to offer a warranty discount on an entire replacement system, and/or provide remedies other

than those mentioned in this document.

WARRANTY PROCESS

A Return Authorization number must be obtained from our Customer Service Department prior to returning any product.
We may require the original item to be returned postage prepaid for final determination. Shipping charges will apply for
any repair or replacement. Other than postage or shipping charges, no charge will be made for repair or replacement
under this warranty.

This warranty gives you speciflc legal rights. As a consumer, you may also have additional rights and remedies under the laws
of your state.
