This would be best done with the vehicle on a hoist with the
suspension at its most extended length. Once the shock is installed tighten the bolts until there is a light squeeze on the
urethane bushings.

Install the bushing kit onto the 2.25” Dirt Logic Shock included in the packaging. Now install the shock by attaching the top
cap first and the rod end second. Take care to compress the shock when installing the rod end as the shock is under pressure
and will require leverage and strength to accomplish this task. This would be best done with the vehicle on a hoist with the
suspension at its most extended length. Once the shock is installed tighten the bolts until there is a light squeeze on the
urethane bushings.

(Note some 2.25” shocks will require extra components to be installed prior to shock installation)
