2. Rotate motor by hand while on the shaft to postion it to the mounting plate (orientation as shown 
above). Note: make sure seat motor all the way before tightening. 
3. Fasten motor to the motor mounting plate using supplied PT Screw with T-25 Torx driver. Tighten screw 
to 60 in-lbs (6.8 N·m). Do not over torque. 

Note: 
The motor and shaft have only three possible positions. Depending on the current position of the motor, 
motor/shaft and the orientation of the motor plate, it may be necessary to power it in order to align it 
correctly with the linkage and shaft during assembly so that the motor can be mounted to the mounting 
plate. 
To do this: 
	 1. Power up the motor. 
	 2. Open the door to allow the motor to spin and reposition. 
	 3. Once the motor times out, remove the fuse. 
	 4. Assemble the motor onto the shaft.
	 5. Fasten motor to mounting plate. 

This process may need to be repeated to achieve the correct alignment.
