INSTALLATION GUIDE
Attaching motor to Linkage assembly

The motors must be attached to the Linkage before installation. 

EXPLODED VIEW

•  Motor
•  Fastener

To ensure our customers receive all components with full integrity, we pack the motors separate from their Linkage 
assemblies. This requires that the installer position and fasten the motor before continuing with the install. Please 
follow the instructions below and handle the assembly carefully.

CAUTION: Dropping the assembly or any excessive impact MAY cause damage to the motor.

Instructions:
1. Slide motor on to drive shaft. 
2. Rotate motor by hand while on the shaft to postion it to the mounting plate (orientation as shown above).
3. Fasten motor to the motor mounting plate using supplied PT Screw with T-25 Torx driver. Tighten screw to 60 in-lbs 
(6.8 N·m). Do not over torque. 

Note: 
The motor and shaft have only three possible positions. Depending on the current position of the motor, motor/shaft 
and the orientation of the motor plate, it may be necessary to power it in order to align it correctly with the linkage and 
shaft during assembly so that the motor can be mounted to the mounting plate. 
To do this: 
	 1. Power up the motor. 
	 2. Open the door to allow the motor to spin and reposition. 
	 3. Once the motor times out, remove the fuse. 
	 4. Assemble the motor onto the shaft.
	 5. Fasten motor to mounting plate. 

This process may need to be repeated to achieve the correct alignment.

Enlarge the hole on the front body 
support member. Hole is located 
approx. 29” from front fender edge. 
Use a 17/32” Drill bit. Install a rivet nut 
(19) using the supplied rivet nut tool 
(16).

Place tail of drill template (23) on 
the inner rocker surface and slide 
it until the template rests on the 
outside of the pinchweld.  Use a 
straight edge as shown to line up 
the center of the template with the 
center of the mounting hole in the 
body crossmember.

Install front linkage (3) to the pinch weld using 
supplied M8 button head bolts (15) and M8 
washers (20), snug bolts. Next, using the supplied 
Hex flange bolts (12) and Serrated nuts (13) tighten 
linkage upper mount to steel bracket assembled 
in step 4. Snug bolts to allow for adjustments at a 
later step.

On the driver side measure 30.125” back from the center of the rear linkage mounting hole to the 
forward hole of the drill template.

Note: If the OBD II pass thru 
harness (76404-01A) was purchased see install sheet supplied in packaging. The pass through harness 
allows for an open port for other accessories. See below for a brief description.

Once Crimped use heat gun to shrink tube.

Close and wrap with conduit and electrical 
tape. Secure all loose wires with cable ties, 
with lamp wires pulled upward to avoid any 
wire snagging.

Affix lamp to rocker panel surface. Make 
sure lamp is affixed to a flat, clean surface. 

Insert grommet into drilled holes. Insert 
lamp wires through the grommets. 
(Silicon lube will help wires slip through 
grommets).

Line up t-nuts in step assembly with slots in 
lower mounts of linkage assemblies. Tighten 4 socket cap screws (10) with 3/16” allen wrench. 
Fasten loosely to allow for adjustments.

Check that all doors activate the PowerStep and the LED lights work when doors open and close.
NORMAL OPERATION: When the doors open, PowerStep automatically deploys from under the 
vehicle. When the doors are closed, PowerStep will automatically return to the stowed/retracted 
position. Note that there is a 2-second delay before the PowerStep returns to the stowed/retracted 
position.
