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1  Attach the ball valves (H) to the coolant lines.
« Attach the line that has the molded “T” intersection
(Line A) into the port on the side of the round block (E)
« Attach the line that has the blue metal “T"” fitting
(Line B) into the top port of the block.
* Mount block to black bracket (C) with 3 flat head
screws (F)

NOTE: The fittings
that have a orange
sealant compound on
the threads do not
need thread seal tape.

IMPORTANIT: Installation of the Sinister Diesel Coolant Filter Kit requires cutting
of the coolant lines, resulting in coolant loss. Due to the coolant loss, we suggest
draining and flushing the entire system at this time.

Standing in front

of the vehicle, the
coolant filter will be
mounted on the left
side of the radiator
(passenger side).
(Image 1)
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Remove the nut
stud with a 10mm
deep socket. (Pos-
itive battery cable
retainer may need to
be removed to gain

access). (Image 2)

Insert stud through
the face of the cool-
ant filter bracket and
bolt unit on with
10mm wrench.
(Image 3)

Note: Make sure

to insert tab on the
bottom of the bracket
into the cut out.

Route hose on right
hand side of the filter
system (A) across
radiator shroud to
the upper radiator
bleed line, “overflow.”
Attach hose to De-
gas bottle and radi-
ator with small hose
clamps (J) using a
1/4" socket. (Image 4)
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Route hose from top
of filter block over
aluminum charge
pipe and around the
engine oil fill tube.
Splice aluminum
“T" into heater core
line and secure with
the provided large
hose clamps (l) with
8mm socket. If your
vehicle is equipped
with a heater valve
in the heater hose,
you need to tee into
the motor side of the
valve. (Image b5)

Lubricate the o-ring
on the coolant filter IMAGE 6
with a petroleum

based lubricant.

Install the filter (D),

hand tight, onto the

filter block.

Your Sinister Coolant Filter installation is now
complete. Refill coolant to factory specs. Be sure
to check for leaks and top off after the first few
drives, then regularly after that.
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
