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	 Place the passenger side rail (A) on the truck rail. 		
	 Position the side rail flush with the top edge of your 
truck bed rail. The end of the side rail with the drain tube will  
go towards the cab of the truck. Repeat on the opposite side 
with the driver’s side rail (B).

IMPORTANT: In order for 	
the cover (C) to operate  
properly the side rails (A & B)

	 Attach three or four clamps (G) (based on make/model) 	
	 to the driver side rail (B) to the truck bed.

Periodically check that your cover is securely attached to your truck bed and working as intended. Inspect all hardware 
such as clamps and front cover retainer clamps to ensure they are properly installed and working as intended. Covers 

that are used at high frequency or subject to rough roadways and/or heavy vibration conditions may cause the cover to require 
adjustment.

It is also recommended that you regularly inspect and service each panel latch. Clean away any excess dirt or grime. Ensure all 
latches move freely in and properly engage the side rail to provide optimal performance and security.

Sticking Latch: The cable could be pinched in or under the cable guide extrusion. Loosen the three screws on the center cable 
cover (bar), located in the middle of the panel. Slightly lift up on the cable guide extrusion. Pull on both sides of the cable. 

Wavy Side Seal: The seal may be wavy when removed from the box. Allow 3-5 days in warm sunlight to lay down and relax.
